Turn right at the light and you will see the gazebo on your left.  Parking is at a premium, so plan accordingly.  It will take about 45 minutes, depending on traffic and weather to reach downtown Fayetteville.  All percussion, music, stands, stand shields, and black folders will be transported via trailer.  We will be using our black concert folders so you will need to transfer your music from the rehearsal folder into a black folder prior to taking the stage.  Chairs will be provided.  

Concert begins at 2:30.  Arrive at the Gazebo by 2:00!  Please tune before you take the stage!  The tuner will be located on a stand close to the stage.

Please show yourselves to be professional at all times.  Do not play your instrument while another performance is in progress!  Concert attire: white tux shirt, black studs & cufflinks, black bowtie, black cummerbund (men only), black pants, socks, and shoes!  If the weather is cold, you may wear a sweater appropriate for the season.
